Arrange Elective: Trainee contacts and arranges 

elective/educational experience with receiving 

institution. 

 

Submit Request: Complete Outgoing Elective/Educational Experience 

Request – International Form and submit to Program Administrator (PA) 

at least 6 months before departure. PA submits form via SharePoint to 

PGME for preliminary approval. 

 

Risk Assessment: Check Country Risk 

Classification (UCalgary Risk Management). 

 

High-Risk: Requires multi-level approval (Department Head, Risk Management). If classified as 

high risk, Risk Management must provide final approval before proceeding. Trainee forwards 

confirmation of Risk Management approval to PGME. 

Low or low-middle Income Country: Requires ILGHO approval. PGME submits form to ILGH, who 

subsequently contracts trainee for more information.  

 

 

Low or Moderate Risk: Risk Approved.  

 

Trainee completes all insurance and licensure 

requirements, as appropriate. 

PGME provides final elective approval 

and emails confirmation to trainee. 

 

 

Income Level Assessment: Check Country 

Income Classification (World Bank).  

 

Extreme Risk: Travel Not Permitted.  

 

Important: Failure to meet requirements will result in elective denial.
