As a concerned (your professional role here, e.g physician/health researcher/health provider/medical school faculty member) I strongly oppose the passing of Bill 9 and the use of the notwithstanding clause. It would unacceptably violate the rights of transgender Albertans and healthcare professionals.  
 
While Bill 9 specifically targets the human rights of transgender, gender-diverse, and gender-questioning young Albertans, it also interferes with the clinical judgement and duty of care of healthcare professionals. It is pertinent to note that Alberta courts had already granted an injunction against Bill 26 in June 2025, finding that “irreparable harm” would be done if essential gender-affirming care for youth were to be limited. Bill 9 disregards well-established health research and clinical guidelines. It goes against the right of healthcare providers, patients, and their families to make evidence-based medical decisions for transgender and gender-diverse health.  
 
I condemn these laws that entrench further marginalization of transgender and gender-diverse youth, which will only worsen existing health disparities. I stand in solidarity with the transgender, non-binary, and gender-diverse community. I affirm my commitment to health equity, and to the health and well-being of all young Albertans. I am now calling on you to listen to all the voices and evidence supporting the necessity of gender-affirming care, and oppose Bill 9.
